Introduction

This is a catalogue of rare materials that are found in The Open University of Japan Library.

The Open University of Japan has been providing distance education through television and radio since 1985 and is
the key institution for life-long learning in Japan. Since the establishment of OUJ, the OUJ library has collected rare
materials and kept them in the proper environmental conditions for long-term preservation. The materials are for the
educational and cultural benefit of both undergraduate and graduate students (over 80,000 in 2011) studying across the

country.

The materials registered in this catalogue fulfill the following criteria specified, by the OUJ library, to be designated to
be of particular benefit to future generations:

1) Japanese books dated before the end of the Genna era (1615 — 1623); Chinese books dated before the end of the
Era of Emperor Lung-chi'ing-t'ai of the Ming Dynasty (1567-1572); and Western books dated before 1800;

2) Other materials that are specifically acknowledged as being rare or have resource or artistic value; and

3) Collections, private libraries and others which include materials that fall under 1) or 2) that are, if kept together,
recognized as valuable resource.

Notable collections accumulated, in accordance with the criteria above, include items along the theme of how
Westerners viewed Japan. Chronicles of adventures and travels in Asia and Japan, as well as numerous resource
materials from Japan that were introduced to the Western world from the end of the Edo period to the early Meiji period,
such as photographs and chirimen-bon (crepe-paper books.) Other rare book collections include The Principia by Sir

Isaac Newton and Nippon by Philipp Franz von Siebold.

These valuable materials are not only a resource for researchers, but are also utilized extensively as educational
materials. They are distributed via television, radio and internet and also as printed educational materials sold widely in
bookstores as general interest books. Since 1996, we have organized exhibitions of our collections that travelled across
Japan and displayed our rare materials to the public. We have received much praise and impressive reviews from those

who had a chance to view them closely and we plan to continue these exhibitions in the future.

Most of the materials can be searched using OPAC, but the titles and names of the authors are in Latin and other
languages of the original text and are not fully accessible for non-researchers. Thus, we have created this catalogue
to open our rare materials more widely to the public. In this catalogue, we have provided common names and titles to

make them more accessible to the general public.

We are currently receiving many requests from research institutions and the media to use the materials, but with
the publication of this catalogue, we are looking forward to providing broader and more extensive usage of our rare

materials within and outside our university.

An introduction to the collection of The Open University of Japan Library

@ Collection of crepe-paper books
These European language picture books featuring polychromatic woodcut illustrations were devised in the Meiji Era by Takejiro
Hasegawa, and their silk crepe-like textures earned them popularity as souvenirs among foreigners visiting Japan. From the
University’s collection of silk crepe books we introduce some of these exquisitely illustrated works including traditional Japanese
folk tales such as Momotaro the Little Peachling and the Tongue-Cut Sparrow, and calendars presenting Japanese sights and
customs.
@ Old memories of Japan
We exhibit around 200 old photographs from the University’s collection, selected from the work of photographers during the
seminal period in Japan’s history at the end of the feudal era and the early Meiji Era, including a dozen or so pieces by Felice
Beato. Presented as “history you can see with your own eyes,” these photographs centering on landscapes, life and people from
across the nation show every aspect of life during the formative years of Modern Japan around one century ago.
@ Western perceptions of Japan — from Fréis to Siebold
We exhibit around 50 volumes about Japan published overseas between the 16th century and the opening up of Japan to the West,
including the first edition of Philipp Franz von Siebold’s Nippon. The material exhibited enables a survey of Western perceptions
of Japan until the opening up of the nation to the outside world.
@ Carve, copy, scrape and print — the history of written characters and culture of print
Written characters developed in the days of ancient civilization, and the methods with which they are recorded have changed
throughout the ages. This exhibition starts with Cuneiform script carved into clay blocks some time around 2000 BC, and includes a
Latin Bible copied onto sheepskin parchment, the Hyakumantodarani, which is reputed to be the oldest printed Japanese document,
and a letterpress printed edition of the Book of Hours, thus introducing both the methods through which written characters were

disseminated and a history of printing culture through representative material from each day and age.
